Watch For and Report Giant Hogweed

Giant hogweed plants are now blooming across many parts of the state, making it a prime time to spot these harmful
invasives. Giant hogweed is a large plant (7-14 feet tall) from Eurasia with sap that can cause painful burns and
scarring. They have umbrella-shaped clusters of white flowers up to 2.5 feet wide, a green stem with purple splotches
and coarse white hairs, and leaves are large (up to 5 feet across), incised, and deeply lobed. You can find more
identification tips, including a table of lookalikes, on our website. If you think you have found giant hogweed, do not
touch it. From a safe distance, take photos of the plant's stem, leaves, flower, seeds, and the whole plant. Then report
your sighting to DEC by emailing photos and location information to ghogweed@dec.ny.gov or calling (845) 256-3111.
DEC staff will confirm if it is giant hogweed and discuss plans for management if it is a site not yet being managed by
DEC. DEC recently hosted a Facebook Live about giant hogweed identification, look-alikes, and how to report findings.

Spray On Road Treatment Cools Cities and Absorbs Exhaust Fumes

Heat island effects caused by pavement can make temperatures in cities ten degrees warmer than surrounding rural areas.
Pavement Technology Inc. has created a new treatment for roads to help cool things down. Their spray-on treatment,
called A.R.A.-1 Ti, uses a base of titanium oxide, a common ingredient in sunscreen and paint. With sunlight, the spray
compound’s electrons are activated, absorbing and dispersing heat and light. In addition to cooler temperatures, the spray
also absorbs car exhaust fumes, improving air quality. According to the company, spraying one mile of road with the
product offers the same air quality benefits as planting 20 acres of trees. Plus, it can rejuvenate aging roads, reducing the
frequency of repaving. The cities of Orlando, Charlotte, Raleigh, Greenville, and Charleston are all currently testing out
the product and sending road samples to researchers at Texas A&M University to confirm the efficacy of the spray.

Are Electric Vehicles Really Greener Options?

A new study examined the life cycle greenhouse gas emissions from electric cars and combustion engine cars globally.
Their analysis showed that only battery electric and hydrogen fuel cell electric vehicles have the potential to achieve the
magnitude of life-cycle GHG emissions reductions needed to meet Paris Agreement goals. So yes, electric vehicles with
their batteries are the greener option. The transportation sector is responsible for around 25% of greenhouse gas emissions
now, with passenger cars making up the largest chunk of that.

Olympic Medals from E-Waste Metals

One hundred percent of the approximately 5,000 medals awarded at the Tokyo games this year will be made from gold,
silver and bronze extracted from the used consumer electronics sourced from people across Japan. In an effort to raise
awareness about e-waste recycling, the organizing committee sourced donations of consumer electronics from 1,300
educational institutions and 2,100 electronics retail stores — a total of 78,985 tons of discarded devices, made up of about
6.2 million used mobile phones, digital cameras, handheld games and laptops. The devices were sorted, disassembled and
smelted by accredited contractors before being manufactured into medals that will soon decorate winning athletes.
